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CCMWA Water Treatment Process

Raw Water Meter

Chlorine Dioxide or Sodium Hypochlorite are added to aid
removal of naturally occuring iron and manganese, which are
stain-causing minerals. (OXIDATION).

The treatment process begins here with
OXIDATION AND COAGULATION.

Aluminum Sulfate is added to help organic matter such as
dirt and algae clump together (COAGULATION).
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Filtration

The water is further filtered through anthracite coal and sand.

AII water that's discarded durlng |
the treatment process is
recycled, going through the
treatment process again to
become drinking water.

Sobium HyrocHLoRITE is added for disinfection

FLuoriDE is added, per state regulation

Lime is added to control corrosion in pipes
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“Finished” Water Meter:
